What you should do before school starts:
e Talk to your student about what they would like to play and start researching the best path for
acquiring an instrument for them (Please see below for more detailed info about this process)
e Get afolder and pencils for them to use in class
e You are welcome to get an instrument prior to the start of school but we will not start playing
until after Labor Day

What you should do if student is currently enrolled in the wrong band class or no longer wishes to
participate:
e Please contact Mrs. Botts AFTER August 12t to get your child’s schedule changed. PLEASE DO
NOT CONTACT HER BEFORE THAT DATE!

o More durable

Less cost-effective with more risk e Instruments found on Amazon or through large discount
stores

e  Usually cheaply made

e Prone to breaking

e Many music repair techs will not work on these when they
break

Percussion Auditions:

Students who are planning to audition for percussion will do so during the first full week of school.
